Baltimore Quilt Requirements

This is a large quilt, it may be stitched by hand or by machine. We are making it by the ‘quilt as you go’ method. This means that you will need all your materials (backing and wadding fairly early on in the process – we will probably start quilting the first blocks on or about the 3rd session.

If you are stitching this quilt by hand then you will need embroidery threads to appliqué the blocks. If you are stitching the appliqué by machine, look at the different options on threads – you may use cotton threads or some of the shiny rayon machine embroidery threads. We shall look at the stitching options available on your machine and find a stitch and style that suits you.

If you want a country style look to your appliqué  use threads that contrast with your fabrics (dark browns or creams or perhaps stitch with red thread on green and green thread on red), if you prefer a more traditional look match your threads to your appliqué fabrics as accurately as you can.

Fabrics should be 100% cotton and pre washed and pressed – it is assumed all fabric is 42” wide
